The Superintendent’s recommended resolution adopting the Annual Professional Performance Review Plan.  (Note:  This is a preliminary plan that will be amended subsequent to the continuing processes; negotiations with LASA and TAL are scheduled to begin to discuss the negotiable aspects of the plan).

The Superintendent’s recommended High School field trip for approximately twenty-six Peer Leadership students to Orlando, Florida to attend Disney’s Youth Education Series Program, from February 25 through February 29, 2012.

The Superintendent’s recommended resolution adopting a Tax Levy of $86,809,726.00 for the 

2011-12 school year, supporting a budget of $140,152,477.00.  (The estimated tax rate will be 

$195.36 per $100 of the assessed value.)

The Superintendent’s recommended annual agreements for the 2011-2012 school year.

Based upon the Individual Athletic Profile of an underclassman and the Superintendent’s recommendation, the Board of Education has approved said underclassman to participate on the
Boys Junior Varsity Soccer team.
