WHEREAS, the Board of Education of the Lindenhurst Union Free School District has previously authorized this partial exemption pursuant to Board resolution:

WHEREAS, the Town of Babylon has held a public hearing on July 17, 2012, and has amended the Town of Babylon Code at Chapter 195, Articles I and V, Taxation, to increase the maximum income limit for the property tax exemption for persons with Disabilities and Limited Income;

WHEREAS, the Board of Education of the Lindenhurst Union Free School District desires to continue this partial exemption, at the income eligibility level currently authorized by the Babylon Town Board, as set forth below;
