The Superintendent’s recommended Board of Education Policy No. 8410.1 - Special Childcare Transportation Requests approved as follows:
 Effective the 2012-2013 school year, the Board of Education, in keeping with its desire to accommodate the needs of children and parents whenever possible, establishes the following guidelines for use when parents request that their child be transported for childcare purposes. 

Non-Licensed Childcare Providers:
Permission may be granted for a child to be assigned an alternate bus for non-licensed childcare providers, if:

1. The childcare provider is in the same attendance area as the child

2. The child is attending Kindergarten through 8th grade

3. Childcare transportation form is completed and approved 

Licensed Childcare Providers:
Permission may be granted for a child to be assigned an alternate bus for a licensed childcare provider, if:

1. The licensed provider is within the district’s boundaries

2. The child is attending Kindergarten through 8th grade

3. Childcare transportation form is completed and approved
7. The Superintendent’s recommendation to suspend non-instructional personnel (named in

 Executive session) without pay for a period of five working days.

Based upon the Individual Athletic Profiles of five underclassmen and the Superintendent’s recommendation, the Board of Education has approved the selection of three underclassmen to participate on the Varsity Bowling Team, one underclassman to participate on the Girls’ JV Basketball team and one underclassman to participate on the Varsity Wrestling team.
