Meeting held on February 26, 2014.  Please inform the appropriate staff members
in your building of the actions which pertain to them.

Further Resolved, that pursuant to this Declaration of Emergency, the Superintendent of Schools is authorized to pay for the above-noted 

repairs from the District’s Capital Account.

       *   The State Environmental Quality Review Association (SEQRA) Regulation (Part 617)


requires the classification of proposed Capital Improvement Projects.  The above listed

three (3) projects have been classified as Type II Actions (as determined by NYCRR§617.5)

and are excluded from the requirements for the preparation of an Environmental Impact Statement. The procedure for Type II Actions, with regard to the SEQRA Process for Capital Projects is “No Additional Required Action under NYCRR§617.5(a)”.
