SUPERINTENDENT'S RECOMMENDATIONS

a.  
Recommendation:  SECURITY PROFESSIONALS, INC.

Recommended Action:  Upon a motion made by _________________, seconded by ____________________, the following resolution is offered:

WHEREAS, the District’s current contract for professional security services was to expire on June 30, 2012; and

WHEREAS, the District issued a Request for Proposals (“RFP”) for professional security services for a three (3) year period through June 30, 2015; and


WHEREAS, numerous proposals were received by the District in response to the RFP; and

WHEREAS, the current contract for professional security services was extended for one month through July 31, 2012 so as to provide the District with sufficient time to fully review and evaluate the proposals received; and

WHEREAS, a thorough investigation and background search was conducted for each of the seven (7) companies submitting the lowest proposals which resulted in the selection of four (4) finalists; and 

WHEREAS, on June 21, 2012, the Board of Education (“Board”) interviewed the principals of the four (4) finalists, including Security Professionals, Inc., giving each an opportunity to make an oral presentation on their proposals and to answer questions from the Board; and

WHEREAS, because the District is considering proposals, and not formal bids, the four (4) finalists, including Security Professionals, Inc. were given an opportunity to further refine their proposals in regard to the cost to the District; and

WHEREAS, Security Professionals, Inc. submitted a revised and final proposal dated June 25,
 2012, which reduced the cost to the District by $50,948.40, over the three (3) years of the contract, which was still higher on its face than the proposals submitted by Summit Security Services, Inc. (“Summit”), and Guard America, Inc. (“Guard America”); and

WHEREAS, the District’s Purchasing Policy provides that:  “the District will provide justification and documentation of any contract awarded to an offeror, other than the lowest responsible dollar offeror, setting for the reasons why such award is in the best interests of the District and otherwise furthers the purposes of Section 104-b of the General Municipal Law.” ; and

WHEREAS, the Board believes that awarding the professional security services contract to Security Professionals, Inc. is in the best interests of the District.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board of Education, upon recommendation of the Superintendent, awards the District’s professional security services contract to Security Professionals, Inc., for the period of August 1, 2012 through June 30, 2015 pursuant to the terms of the District’s RFP and the final proposal submitted by Security Professionals, Inc., and the Board President is authorized to sign the contract as prepared by District Counsel; and

IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board believes that the award to Security Professionals, Inc. is in the best interest of the District and furthers the purposes of Section 104-b of the General Municipal Law because:

(a)  Security Professionals, Inc. is a local security company, in business since 1983, and experienced in providing professional security and investigatory services to both school districts and private clients

(b)  its principal, Anthony Pancella, a lifelong resident of the Lindenhurst District, has a close working relationship with the Suffolk County Police Department, and has been a member of the Governor’s New York State Security Guard Advisory Council since 1996;

(c) Security Professionals, Inc. is a large enough company to provide the security services needed for the District, but is small enough to provide personalized and customized services to the District’s administration, staff and students by providing (i) a single dedicated District contact person and Account Executive, and (ii) at least four (4) community forums each year, with experts to speak on topics such as cyber-bullying and adolescent alcohol abuse and drug use;

(d) Mr. Pancella also indicated a willingness to employ existing security staff to allow for continuity and to provide the District with Investigative Services at cost;

(e)  Security Professionals, Inc. will provide detailed weekly billing (although the RFP only requires monthly billing) which will include post by post backup, detailed hours worked, name of security officer assigned, and copies of all related daily rounds and activity reports; 

(f) Security Professionals, Inc. will install an innovative computerized “watchman’s round system” which will require the security personnel to get out of the patrol cars and walk through the buildings and grounds, as well as providing for more readily identifiable patrol vehicles;

(g) Guard America’s proposal, although lower than Security Professionals, Inc., was not accepted because (i) Guard America’s principal did not attend the interview, (ii) it has no security vehicles registered in its own name, and (iii) their school district references all are related to a predecessor company known as “Knights Protection”, which no longer exists because of a split-up among its partners;

(h) Summit’s proposal although lower than Security Professionals, Inc. was not accepted because (i) the company is extremely large, having over four hundred (400) accounts, (ii) their liaison with local law enforcement, particularly the First Precinct seemed lacking when compared to Security Professionals, Inc., (iii) the District would have to share its on-site supervisor and primary contact person with seven (7) other school districts causing concern that response time would be slow, and (iv) the cost of an on-site administrator dedicated exclusively to the District, as well as some of the other customized features being offered by Security Professionals, Inc., such as quarterly community seminars, more readily identifiable customized patrol cars and a computerized watchman’s round system, would significantly increase the price of Summit’s proposal to an amount comparable to that proposed by Security Professionals, Inc.
