The following Superintendent’s recommended field trips were approved:

Approved the Superintendent’s recommended Memorandum of Agreement between

the Board of Education and the Civil Service Employees’ Association, Inc., AFSCME, AFL-CIO Lindenhurst Unit, Local 1000 (Clerical Unit), Board President authorized 

to sign same.

Approved the Superintendent’s recommended Memorandum of Agreement between

The following Superintendent’s recommended Emergency Capital Project resolution 

has been approved by the Board of Education:

Resolved, based on the recommendation of the District Engineer, John Grillo, 
that repairs are necessary on an emergency basis to immediately address significant cracks at the Middle School and leaks on the corner flashing of the Auditorium where 
the support steel attaches to the original building, the Board of Education hereby authorizes that these repairs be undertaken on an emergency basis and that the bidding requirements of General Municipal Law § 103 are not to be applied to these emergency repairs, and it is 
Further Resolved, that pursuant to this Declaration of Emergency, the 
Superintendent of Schools is authorized to pay for the above-noted repairs from the District’s Capital Account.

The Board of Education approved the Superintendent’s recommendation resolution classifying the masonry work reconstruction at the Lindenhurst Middle School as a 
Type II Actions, as determined by 6NYCRR§617.5 (maintenance or repair involving no substantial change in an existing facility).  Type II Actions are excluded from the requirements for the preparation of an Environmental Impact Statement.

The following Superintendent’s recommended resolution has been approved by the 

Board of Education:

Dr. Thomas A. Aronson has been appointed as School Medical Inspector (pursuant to §913 of the NYS Education Law) in order to evaluate the capacity of employee named in Executive Session to perform his/her duties.  The Board directs said employee to appear for a medical examination in the office of Dr. Aronson at a date and time to be set by the Board of Education.
