Board of Education Special Meeting   

The following actions were taken by the Board of Education at a Special Meeting held on September 19, 2012.  Please inform the appropriate staff members in your building of the actions which pertain to them.

1.
The following Superintendent recommended High School field trips were approved:

a.
Approximately sixty (6) drama students to NYC to see Peter and the Dream Catcher on November 17, 2012.
b.   Approximately sixty (60) science students to Venetian Shores in Lindenhurst to observe and collect local organisms for further study on October 4, 2012.

c.
Approximately forty (40) 11th and 12th grade students will take a canoe trip on the Nisequogue River on October 16, 2012.

2.
The Superintendent’s recommended resolution granting a partial exemption from taxation to the extent of 50 per centum of the assessed valuation of real property which is owned by:

a.    certain persons with limited income who are disabled and
      b.    certain persons with limited income who are sixty-five years of age or more. 
NOTE:   The Town of Babylon Code at Chapter 195, Articles I and V, Taxation,
was Amended (7/17/12) to increase the maximum income limit for the property tax exemption for persons with (a) Disabilities and Limited Income and (b) for the Senior Citizen Limited Income property tax exemption.  The District desires to continue this partial exemption, at the income eligibility level currently authorized by the Babylon Town Board.

The Superintendent’s recommendation to dispose of obsolete equipment at Harding Avenue and West Gates Avenue Elementary Schools.

The Superintendent’s recommendation to enter into an agreement with Teacher Registry Service, Inc. for additional services from October 1, 2012 through June 30, 2013.

The Superintendent’s recommendation to appoint the firm of Turley, Redmond,
Rosasco & Rosasco, LLP as Special Counsel to represent the District in connection with an Unemployment Insurance Claim. (Rate not to exceed 
two-hundred and twenty-five dollars ($225.00) per hour.)

Schedules were approved as presented, with the exceptions of Schedule B-3 No. 4, Schedule B-3 No. PT-6, and Schedule OA/C No. 7 which were amended.
